Now in these days when the disciples were
increasing in number, a complaint by the Hellenists
arose against the Hebrews becanse their widows
were being neglected in the daily distribution. 2And
the twelve summoned the full number of the disci-
ples and said, “It is not right that we shouid give up
preaching the word of God to serve tables. *There-
fore, brothers, pick out from among you seven men
of good repute, full of the Spirt and of wisdom,
whom we will appoint to this duty. 4But we wiil
devote ourselves to prayer and to the ministry of
the word,” SAnd what they said pleased the whole
gathering, and they chose Stephen, a man full
of faith and of the Holy Spirit, and Philip, and
Prochorus, and Nicanor, and Timon, and Parmenas,
and Nicolaus, a proselyte of Antioch, §These they
set before the apostles, and they prayed and laid
their hands on them,

7And the word of God confinued to increase, and
the number of the disciples multiplied greatly in
Jerusalem, and a great many of the priests became
obedient to the faith.

Believe in God; believe also in me. 2In my Father’s
house are many rooms. If it were not so, would I
have told you that I go to prepare a place for you?
3And if T go and prepare a place for you, I will
come again and will fake you to myself, that where
I am you may be also. 4And you know the way to
where I am going.” SThomas said to him, *Lord,
we do not know where you are going, How can we
know the way?” 6Jesus said to him, “I am the way,
and the truth, and the life. No one comes to the
Father except through me. 7H you had known me,
you would have known my Father also. From now
on you do know him and have seen him.”

BPhilip said to him, “Lord, show us the Father,
and it is enough for us.” 9Jesus said to him, “Have
1 been with you so long, and you still do not know
me, Philip? Whoever has seen me has seen the
Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the Pather'?

The words that I say to you I do
not speak on my own authority, but the Father who
dwells in me does his works, UBelieve me that I am
in the Father and the Bather is in me, or else believe
on account of the works themselves.

12Truly, truly, 1 say to vou, whoever believes
in me will also do the works that I do; and greater
worlkes than these will he do, becaunse I am going to
the Father. BWhatever you ask in my name, this I
will do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son,
Mif you ask me anything in my name, I will do it,”
