ILet every person be subject to the governing
authorities, For there is no authority except
from God, and those that exist. have been
instituted by God. 2Therefore whoever resists
the anthorities resists what God has appointed,
and those who resist will incur judgment. 3For
rulers are not a terror to good conduet, but to
bad. Would you have no fear of the one who
is in authority? Then do what is good, and
you will receive his approval, 4for he is God's
servant for your good, But if yon do wrong, be
afraid, for he does not bear the sword in vain.
For he is the servant of God, an avenger who
carries out God’s wrath on the wrongdoer
5Therefore one must be in subjection, not only
to avoid God’s wrath but also for the sake of
conscience.

Holy Gospel: Matthew 18:1-20

1At that time the disciples came to fesus,
saying, “Who is the greatest in the kingdom
of heaven?” 2And calling to him a child, he

put him in the midst of thern 2and said, “Truly,
I say to you, unless you turn and become like
children, you will never enter the kingdom of
heaven. 4Whoever humbles himself like this
child is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven.

5“Whoever receives one such child in my
name receives me, Shut whoever canses one
of these little ones who believe in me to sin,
it would be better for him to have a great
millstone fastened around his neck and to be
drowned in the depth of the sea.

'Woe to the world for temptations fo sini
For it is necessary that temptations come, but
woe to the one by whom the temptation comes!
8And if your hand or your foot causes you to
sin, cut it off and throw it away. It is better for
you to enter life crippled or lame than with two
hands or two feet to be thrown into the eternal
fire. 9And if your eye causes you to sin, tear
it out and throw it away. It is better for you to
enter life with one eye than with two eyes to be
thrown into the hell of fire.
