9The
Lord is not slow to fulfill his promise as some
count slowness, but is patient toward you,
not wishing that any should perish, but that
all should reach repentance. 10But the day
of the Lord will come like a thief, and then
the heavens will pass away with a roar, and
the heavenly bodies will be burned wp and
dissolved, and the earth and the works that are
done on it will be exposed.

Holy Gospel: Marlk 1:1-8

IThe beginning of the gospel of Jesus Christ,
the Son of God.
2As it is written in Isaiah the prophet,

“Behold, I send my messenger before your
face,
who will prepare your way,
3 the voice of one crying in the wilderness:
‘Prepare the way of the Lord,
make his paths straight,””

4John appeared, baptizing in the wilderness
and proclaiming a baptism of repentance for
the forgiveness of sins.
